In Memoriam
Donald C. Flatt
1912 - 2007

Prof. Donald C. Flatt, profes-
sor emeritus in the School 
of Missions, died October 
6 in Dubuque, Iowa, at 
the age of 95. A native of 
Oxfordshire, England, Prof. 
Flatt served in the British 
Provincial Administration 
of the (then) Tanganyika 
Trust from 1937 - 1949. The 
Augustana Lutheran Church 
in the United States called 
him as a missionary in 
North Tanganyika in 1949. 
Prof. Flatt was ordained in 
1954 and became the last 
missionary church president 
in Tanganyika. He initiated 
a new constitution for a 
self-governing church and 
enabled the installation of 
its first African president.
	 A graduate of Oxford 
University and Augustana 
Seminary, Rock Island, Ill., 
Prof. Flatt did graduate 
study at Oxford University, 
Hartford Seminary, the 
University of Chicago 
and in Tanzania. He was 
professor of anthropology 
and Africa studies in the 
School of Missions from 
1960 – 1970. He served par-
ishes in Chicago and Des 
Moines from 1970–1977. 
In retirement he served a 
Dubuque parish part-time 
and was a guest instructor 
at Wartburg Seminary. He 
was the author of articles  
on Christian mission and 
African tribal religion. 
	 A memorial service for 
Professor Flatt was held at 
Trinity Lutheran Church in 
Dubuque on October 11.  
	 He is survived by his wife, 
Ruth, their children and 
grandchildren.

The Rev. C. Thomas Spitz Jr., a pastor and former general secretary of the Lutheran 
Council in the U.S.A. (LCUSA), died Nov. 2, 2007, in Manhasset, Long Island, N.Y.

Washington, N.Y.
	 Born May 26, 1921, in Hazard, Neb., Spitz was ordained by the Lutheran Church-
Missouri Synod (LCMS) in 1944. He served as pastor of Immanuel Lutheran Church, 
Waterloo, Iowa; missionary-at-large for the Southern Illinois Mission Board, Fairfield, 
Ill.; and pastor of St. John Lutheran Church, Marengo, Iowa.

 	 Spitz became the first general secretary of LCUSA in 1967, when the American
